Phrasal verbs 

*Definition :
A phrasal verb is a special kind of verb that consists of two (or three) parts. The first part is always a verb. The next part is a word it can be a preposition or adverb such as across, after, away, back, down, in, into, off, on, out, over,with,  up. In a phrasal verb, this second part is called a particle.

*Examples: 
-Due to the bad weather, the coach called off the game= canceled 
-Before an important exam, you should look over your notes.=review
-It’s time to get on the plane=  ride
- what’s going on!= happen
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
